Matrix Points System  (MAPS)

MAPS is an Excel worksheet that will calculate your Matrix racing points.  It contains macros, so you may have to adjust your Excel macro security to accept Excel macros.  Each version of Excel has its own way for changing the security settings, so you will have find out how to change your security settings.  
For Microsoft Excel 2007, you can change the security setting by:  Start running Excel.

Click the Microsoft Office button in the upper left corner


Click on “Excel Options”


Click on “Trust Center, then click on “Trust Center Settings”

Click on “Micro Settings”


Under the Micro Settings section select one of the 4 settings that will allow you to run MAPS.
· When you run MAPS you may see the message “Security Warning Macros have been disabled.  Click on the ‘Options’ button.  Then click on the ‘Enable this context’.

In Excel 2003, you should: 

Click on: Tools --> Options --> Security --> Macro Security.
Then select either MEDIUM to be prompted before opening files containing macros (RECOMMENDED) or LOW to always open files containing macros without prompting (RISKY.)

MAC users can experience problems with the way some MAC versions of Excel execute macros.

If you have any problems with the macro (IE. when you click on the blue ‘Matrix Cycle Club’ icon) you can always fill in all your race data without running the macro and send the file to Jim Prinsell. MAPS requires seven pieces of data for each race.  The points you get for each race will depend on your finish position, the number of racers in your race, they type of event, and the type of race.   The better you finish, the more points you get.  The larger the packs, the more points you get.  With the type of event (TXBRA, State Championship, Nationals, Worlds, GC/Omnium, and Others),  you will get a multiplier that will give you more points for State, National, Worlds and GC/Omnium.  You will get a smaller multipler for Other.   Likewise with the type of race.  You will get a standard multiplier for Road, Track, Mountain, Adventure, and CycloCross.  Track will get a slightly smaller multiplier and Matrix Charity Events will get a small multiplier.  Junior racers will get a larger multipler.  

You start the MAPS by entering your name and date.
You only have 7 items to enter for each race.  All entries, except the first two (race name and date) have pre-selected drop-down list to choose from.

Item 1.  Enter the name of the race.


Item 2.  Enter the date of the race.  (MM/DD)

Item 3.  Did you finish the race?  “Y” or “N” - Use the drop down list


Item 4.  Enter the type of race.  Use the drop down list.


Item 5.  Enter the number of racers in your race.  Use the drop down list.


Item 6.  Enter the Event Type.  Use the drop down list.


Item 7.  Enter your finishing position.  Use the drop down list.



Pack and DNF are acceptable selections.


Click on the Race Name cell in the next row and enter the data for the next race.

Do not skip any rows.  MAPS thinks that an empty row means you have finished all your input.

After you have entered the data for all the races you can click on the blue box “Matrix Cycle Club” to calculate the points for each race and the total points.  Do not click on the blue box before you have entered all your race data.
